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Analyzing the Internal Structure of the CBD

In order to gain some insight into the internal structure of the CBD of a
city it is necessary to identify and delimit functional districts, and
determine the degree of clustering of different shop and office types. It
has been long recognized that certain types of shops and offices such
as shoe shops and stockbrokers tend to cluster while others such as
newsagents and travel agents are usually more widely distributed. A
number of techniques have been devised which quantify the degree of
clustering of CBD functions, and the center of gravity, as the term
suggests, defines the most central point of the distribution of a
particular functional type, while the index of dispersion measures the
degree of clustering within the distribution. They are derived as
follows:

- Draw horizontal (x axis) and vertical(y axis) lines to contain -
the distribution in question, representing each unit of floor
space by a point plotted at its center.

- Measure the shortest distance from each point to the xand -
y axes.



- Work out the mean of the distance to the x and y axes (i.e. -
total the distances to the x and y axes are respectively, and
divide by the number of points in distribution).

- The center of gravity of the distribution occurs where the -
two means intersect. To obtain a more accurate result, a
weighting factor should be introduced to take into account
variations in floor space; that is, some shops will be bigger
than others.

- The index of dispersion is obtained by measuring the -
distance from each point to the center of gravity and
determining the mean of all the distance.

- Some indications of the boundary of the cluster may be -
gained if a circle is drawn from the center of gravity, of radius
equal to the mean of all the distances from each point to the
center of gravity.
