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Political Knowledge Of Youth
A Rural-Urban Study

Abstract

Introducing the topic of political knowledge for young people is one of the
important knowledge entry points that help to understand the nature of social
change in the Egyptian society and to explain its problems in general and the
problems of youth in particular. Also, studying the topic of political knowledge
for young people provides an opportunity to learn about the features of political
awareness of young people and the different connotations that characterize young
people on the concept of politics.

In light of this, the objectives of the study were to identify the structural
context of the Egyptian society in which the youth's political culture was formed,
and the patterns of political awareness and knowledge that the youth themselves
reflected in this culture. In its methodological aspects, the current study relied on
the use of the focus group discussion method (F.G. D) through a discussion guide
that included a set of issues discussed with the study sample.

The field study was applied to a deliberate sample of (20) singles of young
people aged between (15-24), where the sample was distributed between (10)
young people residing in one of the villages of the Toukh Center in Qalyubia
Governorate, and also (10) young people Residents of the city of Toukh, Qalyubia
Governorate.

The researcher relied on the qualitative analysis method to extract the
results of the field study, which revealed the high level of political awareness
among the study sample, the emergence of the value of negativity and reluctance
to political action as it constitutes the most important values that characterize the
content of political knowledge among these young people, in addition to the lack
of confidence of these young people in the parties The current situation at this
stage and dealing with it from the point of view of direct benefit from it
(participation in computer courses organized by the National Party). The results
of the study also showed the negative role played by the Egyptian (visual) media
and the family in creating a pattern of false political knowledge among these
young people and deepening the situation Negativity and reluctance to
participate.
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
