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Mechanisms of Social Protection for Egyptian Women
A Study On A Sample Of Poor Women

Abstract

The objectives of the study are determined to reveal programs to protect
poor women from destitution and poverty, and the extent to which these programs
are appropriate to the needs of poor women, and to develop a vision to increase
the effectiveness of these programs in order to be able to provide real social
protection for poor women.

The study started from a main question related to identifying the
mechanisms of social protection for poor Egyptian women?

The theory of poverty culture, in addition to those theoretical ideas
presented by Anthony Giddens, George Zimmel and Gillen Ferry, represented a
theoretical basis for building a conceptual framework for understanding the
subject of the study and interpreting its data .The researcher relied on the
sampling social survey method by drawing a sample of poor women who frequent
social security units in Benha center, as well as from women who applied for
assistance through the National Council for Women in Qalyubia Governorate.
The sample size was (150) individual women beneficiaries. With the services of
social security units and the National Council for Women in Benha.

The questionnaire tool, through the questionnaire form, was the main tool
for collecting field data and information.

The researcher concluded several results, most notably, the high
percentage of women working in marginal jobs such as domestic service and
irregular employment in a number of factories. The results of the study also
revealed that despite the many forms of social protection offered to poor women,
they are not sufficient to help them meet their financial or health needs.

At the end of the study, the researcher presented a proposed vision for
activating social protection for poor women. This vision includes identifying a
number of components and application tools that can be relied upon to provide
appropriate social protection for poor women.
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
