Intellectuals' perceptions of the global political system

A study on a sample of Intellectuals

The current paper has aimed to identify intellectuals' perceptions of the global
political system in the light of globalization, in terms of the nature, mechanism of
formation , form, content, functions, structural determinants and crises or this global
political system, and the extent to which it is affected by globalization. Three models of
intellectuals were presented in this paper.First,academic culture represented in staff
members in some faculties in Assiut university .Seconed, members of political parties in
Assiut governorate, and third, religious culture represented by clerics, The two
researchers have used the interview guide , and it was applied to fifteen cases of
intellectuals, as each type of intellectuals represents five cases, which were chosen by
the intentional method. The findings of research have come down to the Constructivism
of the features of the global political system, its characteristics, and the effective
mechanisms in it, which were represented in multipolarity and forms of international
cooperation based on alliances to achieve interests
