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Social Networking Sites and their Relationship to Suicide " A

Sociological Study on a Sample of Youth in Kalubia Governorate -

Egypt”

Abstract
The current research aims to study the relationship between social networking
sites and digital suicide in Kalubia Governorate, using the theoretical analysis of Emile



Durkheim on suicide as a sociological phenomenon, In addition to Habermas' public
sphere theory and using the questionnaire tool on a sample of: “385 individuals.”
Among the most notable results that resulted from: There is a positive, highly
significant, direct correlation at the 0.01 significance level, between a person's visit to
suicide sites, and his or her thoughts of suicide. And that a person’s use of social
networking sites for a period ranging from 4 to 6 hours is considered an indicator of
suicidal ideation. And that gender plays a role in digital suicide; The results showed that
females are the most likely to think of suicide, while males are the most likely to actually
commit suicide. And that social status has a noticeable impact on suicide. Where the
category of singles was the most likely to commit suicide, followed by the widow's
category, then the divorced category, and finally comes the category of married people.
The number of respondents who contemplated suicide was 58 of the sample members,
and they were all in good health, and did not suffer from any psychological or chronic
diseases rather, social factors were the first motive towards suicide.
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
