The research aims to design programmed concepts of maps and their impact on
the achievement of cognitive level and the level of performance skills of some of the
basic skills under discussion in the sport of fencing weapon Blinds researcher has
used the experimental method, and has been selected sample purposively from the
First Division at the Faculty of Physical Education for Boys University students
Banha year university 2011/2012 m, totaling 219 new students, and formed the
research sample of 80 students from the original community where they were
divided into two groups, one experimental strength of 30 students and follow with the
proposed program using maps cognitive programmed, and the other officer strength
of 30 students has been followed with style traditional teaching (practice), was
selected 20 students for studies exploratory and twenty students from the second
Division to make some scientific transactions, and the most important results that
programmed concept maps had a positive impact on learning some basic skills and
level of knowledge acquisition of information related to the skills of fencing weapon
epee under discussion for members the experimental group, the researcher also
recommended the use of programmed concept maps in teaching basic skills in
