Social factors leading to the phenomenon of
bullying among young athletes

The research problem was represented in identifying the social
factors that lead to the phenomenon of bullying among young athletes,
and the research sample consisted of (240) young people from three
governorates (Cairo, Giza, and Qalyubia) by (80) youngsters for each
governorate, representing (4) sports activities (football In order to prepare
a measure of the social factors leading to the phenomenon of bullying
among young athletes, the researcher reviewed references and theoretical
studies and surveyed experts' opinions, and after completion the
expressions received from them were analyzed and classified under a
group of five dimensions, and based on In this way, phrases were
prepared and drafted under each dimension, with each phrase expressing
each dimension to which it belongs, and thus the scale includes (45)
phrases distributed in five dimensions by (9) phrases for each dimension.

The following main conclusions were reached:

1 -A qualitative scale was built that allows identifying the social factors
that lead to bullying among young athletes, consisting of (5
dimensions and 45 phrases) as follows (factors related to the family 9
phrases, factors related to friends 9 phrases, factors related to school 9
phrases, factors related to the sports club 9 phrases, factors related to
the media 9 phrases.

2 -The scale is characterized by high scientific coefficients, where the
validity (content validity, arbitrators' sincerity, internal consistency
validity) were calculated, as well as the reliability coefficients were
calculated using (half segmentation, Cronbach's alpha coefficient).

3 -All values of the torsion coefficients for the dimensions of the social
factors scale leading to the phenomenon of bullying among young
athletes indicated the differentiation of the scale dimensions by the
equilibrium distribution.

4 -The existence of statistically significant differences between athletes
emerging in bullying according to the nature of activity (frictional -
non-frictional) in favor of contact sports.
