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Summary of the research in English

Emotional intelligence and its relationship to the
level of ambition of football referees

The research aims to identify the relationship between the level of
ambition and emotional intelligence among football referees. The
researcher used the descriptive approach in the survey method, due to its
suitability to the nature of the research. The sample of the research was
chosen randomly and consisted of (130) referees from the second- and
third-degree referees registered with the Egyptian Football Association in
the season. Al Riyadi 2021/2022 AD; Divided into (100) judgments for
the basic study, (30) judgments for the exploratory study, and the
researcher used the measure of emotional intelligence among football
referees, a measure of the level of ambition of football referees prepared
by him, and the most important results indicated:

1- The measure of emotional intelligence was built for football referees,
and it consists of (45) phrases distributed over five dimensions. )
includes (9) statements, the fourth dimension (social communication)
includes (9) statements, and the fifth dimension (sympathy) includes
(9) statements.

2- A measure of the level of ambition of football referees was built, and it
consists of (48) statements distributed over six dimensions: the first
dimension (optimism) includes (8) statements, the second dimension
(the ability to set goals) includes (8) statements and the third dimension
( Adaptation to new developments) includes (8) statements, the fourth
dimension (tolerance of frustration) includes (8) statements, the fifth
dimension (self-actualization) includes (8) statements, and the sixth
dimension (assuming responsibility) includes (8) statements.

3- A measure of the level of ambition of football referees was applied to
the basic research sample and its strength (n = 100), they were divided
into three levels (low ambition - medium ambition - high ambition).

4- There are statistically significant differences between the averages of
the total score of the emotional intelligence scale and according to the
levels of the average scores of the level of ambition scale among
football referees (low ambition - medium ambition - high ambition), in
favor of football referees at the third level (high ambition), and this
confirms that the referees Highly ambitious have a greater level of
emotional intelligence.



5- There is a statistically significant relationship at the level of 0.05
between the total score of the emotional intelligence scale and the total
score of the level of ambition scale among football referees.
