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INTRODUCTION

Campaign is considered as one of the most important
things in the field of motivating and attracting attention on the
dangers which faced the society and loom over it's
underpinning . the campaign and all of the mass
communication activities assign in the objectives and aims of
the society and all it's values and ethics.

The journalist should be honest when he decide to
product a campaign especially when he takes the sides of spoils
and depraved or lawless manners, and this ethical behavior
should be the first guide to the journalist whether in choosing
his source of information or collecting it or doing the
campaign, writing and publishing.

So that evaluating and observing the journalist fulfill is an
important matter and the researcher should study the ethics of
publishing the campaign in the Egyptian press.

PROBLEM OF THE STUDY :

The Problem of the study is to know how the Egyptian
press is conformed with the ethical fulfill in treating the
campaign which led to reveal the main trend to the neglecting
of the press which the Egyptian press do this is from doing
analytical study to the campaign which spread in the subjective
press.

PURPOSES OF THE STUDY::

This study aims to:

e study kinds of the journalistic overtake which publishing in
the press during the period of the study .

e study the kinds of press which record increasing in
overtaking the journalistic ethics during it's treating to
campaign during the period of the study.
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e Reveal how the press is conformed with the professional
ethics which are in the documents of the press.

THE QUESTIONS OF THE STUDY::

e what are the kinds of different journalistic overtake which
publishing in the subjective press in the campaign during the
period of the study?

e what are the kinds of press which record increasing in
overtaking the professional ethics during it's treating to the
campaign?

e What are the differences and similarities in treating the
subjective press to the campaign and how it conformed with
the professional ethics?

e At what degree did the instructions of the press effects on
the progress of the campaign?

THE KIND OF THE STUDY

This is a descriptive study researches which aimed to
describe and analyze how to treat the publishing campaign in
the press during the period of the study .at what degree this
press conformed with the professional ethics in treating these
campaigns
THE TECHNIQUES OF THE STUDY:

This study depends on content analysis to analyze the
component of the campaigns in the press from where it
conformed with the professional ethics.

SAMPLE OF THE STUDY::

Al — Aharam and EI- Akhbar news papers were
selected as a sample of the national press, also EI-Wafd and Al-
Ahrar newspapers of the party press.

e the study is a scientific answer for the comparison
among the Egyptian newspapers as for their obligation
with the profession ethics.

THE MOST IMPORTANT RESULTS:

o the results explained the recession of explanatory and
finding forms in showing the five campaigns that they
are required for the study although there is a relatively
difference among each newspapers this make the role of
these fallback to warn the fault inside the society
structure that may cause harmful effects in the future.

e The results explained that the generally studied
newspapers through its cure for the five campaigns
raising its obligation proportion with publicity ethics
more than its violation proportion for the profession
ethics.

e Inaccuracy form occupied the first yank with yank with
28.8% without caring the publicity ethics up to the five
campaigns with the study newspapers it is followed by
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. it is followed by uncaring the general arts and appreciation
occupying the 4th rank with 4.5%.,followed by the mixture
between the editors subject and advertisement occupying
the 6th rank with 2.6% , followed by the effect form to
ward the equity with 0-34% then the aggression against the
consideration with 0.28% at last the privacy violation in the
last rank with 0.04%.
