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          Neonatal sepsis is a major cause of mortality and 

morbidity in developed and developing countries (Jain, et 

al.,2003). 

  Based on the onset, neonatal sepsis is classified into two 

major categories: early onset sepsis, which usually presents with          

respiratory distress and pneumonia within 72 hours of age 

and/or  late onset sepsis, that usually presents with septicemia 

and  pneumonia after 72 hours of age (Sankar , et al .,2008).   

There is an urgent need to know whether the baby has 

sepsis to institute treatment as quickly as possible as the blood 

culture result take time. Confirmation of the diagnosis may take 

time, and diagnostic tests are used to obtain a rapid indication of 

the infection status (Chiesa , et al .,2004).   

HDL-associated apoA-1 is a negative acute-phase 

protein(i.e)   a protein whose level is lowered by more than 25% 

during the acute phase (Burger and Dayer.,2002).                              
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      Apolipoprotein   A-1  (Apo  A-1)  is  the  major  protein 

component  of  high  density  lipoprotein,  where  it  plays  an 

Important role in cholesterol transport(Wong, et al.,2010). 

 

      Studies  in  septic  patients  injected  with  a  low  dose  of  

endotoxin have shown that the systemic inflammatory response 

is associated with reduced levels of circulating HDL(Hudgins,
