This Study Addresses The Godhead _Conceﬁt Of The Philosophers Of Hellenistic And Roman
Ages Ant Its Hellenic And Eastern origins. The Godhead representation always appears in the
fundamental background of the P_hllosopqr;cal schools and dogmas that apPeared in Greece since the
start of the philosophical thought in the 57 century B.C. Godhead is one of the most complicated and
arguing problems ‘in the history the philosophical thought in general and ancient philosophy in
Eartlcu ar. They have no clear representation of this problem as it was vague. Though the Greek
thought is characterized by independence and freedom; their representations about gods has been
influenced to a great exten b}/_the similarity inclination in the methological period for Homeros and
Hesiod in the Odyssey and I[liad. It's notéworthy that there are two different trends of studyin
Godhead in the anciént Greek thought: material trend represented by Greek philosophers, ‘an
spiritual one represented by Plato and Plotinus. For Aristotle; the Godhead problem occuH!ed a great
lace in his metaphysics book. The first moves the astronomy as a passionate shepherd to his love and
he astronomy moveés in a wa resembllnghlt; i.e. Aristotle provided a proof for the existence of the first
driver through his cosmopolitan proof that depends on both time and place theories. In the Greek
Hellenistic Age; the Epicurean philosophy representation of Godhead is a materialistic one as the Stoic
school is characterized by the materialistic sensual model; whereas the stoic school philosophers;
though believing in the materialistic inclination that has been reflected in_their philosophies; they
believed in a one God to whom they pray and they tended to the fire and its Logos rule. The Neo-
Platonism funded by Plotinus in the Alexandrian Hellenistic Era- has devoted itself to the divine side.
For Plotinus; the only is the first existed one. This is the Godhead problem as been treated by the
Greek philosophers and it has been transmitted to the Islamic world. So lots of Islamic Philosophers
tried to compromise between the philosophy and religion depending on the idea that philosophy is the
mind’s knowledge of the Right as well as religion is the Right's knowledge of revelation. For the study
problem; it tries to shed light on the Godhead representation in the Greek philosophical Thought
during the Hellenistic Eras through asking those following questions: ) )

- What is the mythological representation of Godhead for Homeros, Hesiod and Uranious? Where
dose the similarity inclination appear in the Greeks' representation of gods? What are the Plato's and
Aristotles's opinions about gods? What are the Godhead characteristics in the Greek Hellenistic for the
Epicurean and stoic schools? What is the role of the spiritual philosophy for Plotinus in their
representation of the Godhead problem? o o )
